Brian: NENA can act as surrogate for Homeland Security and FCC in stakeholders
Discussion on Five Criteria, DCN 21-08-0313-00-00es

Yoshi Ohba: wanted a more concrete example of what will be developed and what problem it solves

Scott response: as an example, current VoIP E911 support is unacceptable (per FCC).  It is possible for 802 development to significantly enhance support for emergency services with relative simple changes.  The exact nature of the changes is the subject for the TG or WG that might result from the SG activity.

Lou:  align response in Broad Market Potential to reflect the three questions (a., b., c.)
