1. Opening

2. Discussions

Anthony -- announces 802.11 tutorial opportunity and then restates the need for concensus on scope and method.

Subir -- concern over clarity of scope and if we are talking about making policy

Dennis -- follow 802.21 lead and rely on NSE to determine policy and to make use of MRPM.  Literature describes MN power consumption without changes to MAC/PHY of 802.11

George -- want a framework that enables terminal vendors and operators to improve MN battery life and that provides a standardized interface across network types, the MRPM is distinct from policy and from handoff

Ajay -- Need to simply say that we are prividing a vendor framework if that is what we are doing.  How can operators standardize in competitive environment?

George -- Need single standardized interface that allows innovation in policy implementation and reuse of code that relies on them when new terminals are introduced

Ajay -- Should hooks be implemented on MN only or also exposed to network?

George -- Network implementation has impact on situation, MN is certain, but if network is capable of controlling the power state then it should be able to access the power saving interface exposed by the terminal.  Requirements may help define the real world benefit of MRPM.

Junghoon -- George is there work in 3GPP that is focused on power management?

George -- There is no work that is looking across network boundaries, only MRPM is concerned with managing the power consumption of multiple networks.

Anthony -- Vendors are concerned with changes to their networks.   Need to describe requirements.

Dennis -- many requirements have been offered and group has said rejected specific statements as being too solution oriented

George -- An example of a simple requirement is how we make networks without paging working  paging, like 802.16 and 3GPP, work the same w

Ajay -- I thought paging was out altogether and now you are saying we are talking about paging again

George --  I don't want to exclude anything.  I think we need to determine what will be helpful.

Subir  --  need to define what the scope of the work is

Anthony -- use TR (0008-1) and Dennis' doc (0177-02) as starting point for other input

Junghoon -- can use 802.21 model of MN and network POS

George -- still has to work if network doesn't implement mrpm 

Junghoon -- have to be careful what we require of the network

Anthony -- need to set up another conference call at 8:30pm EST next Thursday.
