2.4  Heterogeneous mesh network (DCN#21-09-0034-02-0000) is presented by Albert Vidal and Burak Simsek

Proposes to extend 802.21 functionalities of building, managing, and performance optimization of media independent mesh networks. These are link layer management, monitoring, self configuration, and higher layers. 
Proposes to extend semantics to support heterogeneous wireless mesh nodes. 
There are discussions of whether the existing 802.21 cannot perform these tasks. 
There are research interests. However, there are discussions on whether there are requirements from operators or from deployment. There are needs of balance on how much commercial needs are needed. 

More discussions are needed on whether to move forward with a new study group.

3.2  Updates on White space by Mark Cummings
Mark is one of the tutorial speakers on white space. He is invited to update to the 802.21 WG. The meeting last night was attended by about 500 people. 
White space has been a big news, with the potential of doubling the devices and doubling the traffic. Devices are also changing functions and interfaces through softwares. 
The study group is expiring end of this month, and existing WG’s will need to take up the appropriate task. 802.21 has already worked on communicating among different networks and different devices to handover. Therefore Mark expects 802.21 can help with the language in such communication. The language to describe different mechanism is needed. The mechanism for the language to grow is also needed. 

Different groups (802, 3GPP) may build the use cases for their own family of technologies, and. 4 different approaches to white space have already been proposed. White space work will need harmonization efforts on what different groups are doing. It also needs to consider the ontology of Web 2.0 framework.

4.10  FMCA update (21-09-0050-01-0000) by Gidon Reid 

FMCA has meeting with operators last week. It started collecting MIH use cases and scenarios/models in January 2009. It plans for FMCA hosted Interop Event (which is open to public) in September 2009. It begins compiling MIH issues, solutions to those and potential services in March.  It includes analysis of use cases, prioritization, and mobility requirements; issues versus potential solutions, implementation options; portfolio of potential MIH products and services. It will publish white paper (to public) with findings in November 2009. 

Meanwhile, FMCA documents such as the use cases are accessed by its members only. 

4.11  MIH protocol detail test cases (21-09-0050-00) presented by Yuu-Heng Cheng

This document provides a draft of interoperability test cases for implementing MIH protocol. The purpose is to enable the development of functional requirements for IEEE 802.21 devices to provide the necessary reliability, availability, and interoperability of communications with different operator networks and the development of guidelines for using MIH protocol so that vendors and operators can better understand the issues, pros, and cons of implementing IEEE 802.21 to support various mobility handover scenarios. 

This document provides useful information for deployment from service provider’s point of veiw, and presenter is encouraged to continue this work and to present to the working group in future meetings.
4.11.1 Reminder of discussions on technical matter only. 

Chair points out that an inappropriate document has been posted on the server in January and was immediately pulled out. Chair also reminds the group that we can have discussions only on technical matter as part of IEEE procedures. Several questions are subsequently raised seeking clarification on the inappropriateness. Yet it is not intended to go into details. It is then felt that prolonging such discussions without understanding the details is not useful. In addition, it is not helpful to prolong such discussion on what had already been handled by the chair in the previous meeting. Motion is then passed unanimously to immediately stop this discussion.
