Q: In the MN behavior, there are two cases; first time it is the media specific authentication. Then it will talk with MIH authenticator, correct?
A:  In the media specific authentication there is no MIH interaction. 
Q: In step 2, MN will do the media independent authentication. 

A: From implementation point of view, there are two instances of EAP lower layers in the MN.  

Q: The lower layers are different. It should distinguish the two situations

A:  No there is no need to make that distinction. 

Q: I do not know how that can be done without knowing when to use what?
A:  There is a need for a trigger from MIH User and it can come from during handover preparation for example. 

Q: In step 2, after the trigger from MIH User, the EAP message is exchanged between two MIH Users via MIHF. 
A: Yes, that’s correct.

Q: The meaning of media specific authentication in different slides may be different
A: yes
Q: How an EAP stack will know which lower layer to use?

 A: EAP lower layer create different instances and then bind with the implementation.
Q: In slide #19, do we need to define all the interfaces?
A: Yes.

Q: Can we use the same credential for media specific and media independent authentication?

A: Yes

Q: 802.21a does not need to make any decision on EAP methods.
A: Yes, that is possible
Q: Different methods  will have different round trip and etc..
A: Yes, that is true but EAP lower layers possibly do not need to worry about it.
