Catherine Livet: Questions during or after the presentation?

HJ: After

CL: slide 6, group HO request with no response?

HJ: Yes, we are proposing a new CS that does not require any response from the MNs

CL: slide 8, request and response on the DO network: Does it mean that there is a return channel?

HJ: No, this is a N2N message as already defined in 802.21

CL: is there a direct connection between the server and the network?
HJ: Yes
JCZ: Is there a PoS? It looks like the Bidirectional Network is behaving as mobile for MIIS, and then doing N2N commands

HJ: correct

CL: Slide 6, which type of MIES can be used?

HJ: one event to notify the load.

Yoshihiro Ohba: About the use of request/response, the current state machine would break. I suggest using indication message instead to be coherent

HJ: like push?

YO: yes, Push only uses indication message

Juan Carlos Zuniga: Where is the PoS in the network? It would be good to show some network, like DMB

Junghoon Jee: A-T-DMB in Korea: ETRI suggesting adding new features on top of already existing MAC/PHY. New features will allow operators to charge for new services (as compared to loosing revenue). Limited adverting rules for analog were also applied for digital (before, after and in the middle). IPTV has more freedom to operator for advertising time. Commercially available gives advertisement during downloading time. (user has more focused attention). Korea has larger coverage, so no spot issues and coverage is there (more a load issue).

CL: Can the Bcast message use a multicast MIHID?

HJ: Yes

Presentation

Vivek Gupta: Assumptions slides: it would be useful to have the user’s experience information, like what actually happens if a user is watching a match in DVB and then the session is handed over to WiMAX.

CL: This is what we mean by application specific information

VG: Is this a handover?

JCZ: WE had a similar question in the tutorial. In the simplest case, switching from one network to another, without telling the network is probably not a handover. It would be more a handover if we were talking about a pay-per-view unicast session
VG: is there any new function required in the network (broadcaster)?
CL: More than a function is more the information that is needed. We foresee some APIs as shown in the presentation.

VG: It would be good to depict this scenario

JCZ: WiMAX MCBCS

JCZ: Any plans to include this feedback?

CL: yes, we will include call flows
