The NWG is currently developing 3GPP-WiMAX Single Radio Handover and WiFi-WiMAX Interworking/Roaming specifications. These specifications are part of NWG Release version 1.6 and are expected to be completed in 1H 2010. A work-in-progress draft of the WiFi-WiMAX Interworking/Roaming specification is included with this LS and NWG expects to share work-in-progress drafts of other relevant NWG Release 1.6 work items with the 802.21 WG in early Q1 2010.
