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Abstract

This document contains the selection procedure that will be followed by the IEEE 802.21a Task Group from March 2010.  It is anticipated that there will be several versions of this draft before a final revision is adopted.  Once adopted, this document will be executed and followed by the IEEE 802.21a Task Group to allow the body to adopt IEEE 802.21a Draft Specification 1.0.  After adoption of IEEE 802.21a Draft Specification 1.0, the typical IEEE 802.21 Working Group balloting process will begin.

Selection Procedures
Unless specified otherwise, the documents referred in this Selection Procedure require a 75% Task Group approval 

1. 802.21a Task Group shall create a Specification Framework (SF) document that initially outlines the main Functional Blocks of the draft 802.21a specification. Functional Blocks shall be identified as being Mandatory Functional Blocks or Optional Functional Blocks. 
a. Initial version of SF document will be based on a Summary of Proposals (SoP) that is accepted by the Task Group as a first working version of the Specification Framework.
2. The SF document, once created, can be amended with detailed text by the Task Group via Change Request (CR) contributions. Each CR contribution requires a 75% Task Group approval for adoption.
3. The selection procedure is considered finished and the SF document becomes IEEE 802.21a Draft Specification 1.0 when a Motion stating: ‘The 802.21a Specification Framework document is Complete and Coherent enough for Working Group Letter Ballot’ is approved.
4. The Task Group may decide at that point to conduct an Internal Task Group Review and Comment process, before IEEE 802.21a Draft Specification is sent out to Working Group Letter Ballot.
