Hongseok Jeon presented document 21-09-143-02 TGb proposal

Catherine Livet: How to define TV program (IE_BCST_PROGRAM_ID)?

Hongseok: we can reuse the OMA BCAST definition for program

Farrokh Khatibi: I believe there is a universal definition for program. Is this was OMA BCST uses?

HJ: 802.21 can be independent of the technology

FK: We need to find a universal program ID beyond the technology. Similarly I wonder if we need the program ID and also the index (i.e. timestamp or index). We need to have a program ID and index included in the messages.

CL: probably BCAST program ID includes it?

FK: If not, we need to include it ourselves

CL: What do you mean by service information supported by the network compared to program?

HJ: definition is provided in Use Cases document 21-09-41-02:

•
Content Aggregator – An organization which assembles a sequence of events or programs to be delivered to the viewer, e.g. BBC, CBC, ABC, KBS, etc.

•
Network – This is the technology used to connect the mobile user, e.g. 802.11 (Wi-Fi), 802.16 (WiMAX), Cellular, Digital Video Broadcasting and Next Generation Handheld (DVB/NGH), Digital Multimedia Broadcasting (DMB) and Media Forward Link Only (MediaFLOTM)

•
Program – A specific instance of certain content, e.g. chapter 2 of a TV series

•
Service – A sequence of programs under the control of a Content Aggregator, e.g. BBC One, BBC Two, etc.

CL: By protected you mean DRM?

HJ: Yes

FK: But does the flag apply to the previous or the new network (assuming one is protected and the other is not). How about DVB to MBMS?

CL: DRM is more application and MBMS is a key exchange

FK: So which info is carried in the protection containers?

HJ: will provide more info

Juan Carlos Zuniga: I see value if the target is DRM, regardless of the network type 

HJ: will provide more info

Juan Carlos Zuniga: What is the relationship between MIHFID and target group info?

HJ: MIHFID can be broadcast and then all receive packet but only those in the group process the HO command

CL: Can you have a response if there is response channel available?

HJ: Yes, if available it can be added

Yoshihiro Ohba: Link Type support?

CL: Link type broadcast and multicast types

HJ: Cast type: is it used for link services or for link capabilities?

CL: It is more for the capabilities of a different radio. It is needed to know the type of link to be setup , e.g. MBMS

HJ: You can only send the capability but not the service type. Is it a better way to send the network services type support?
CL: Yes, probably you can use this element in the IS message

FK: we need a global content identifier allowing also moving to a different content provider

Group: 802.21b should get in line with developments happening in 3GPP and WiMAX

JCZ will invite someone from 802.16 to provide overview of MBMS-WiMAX 

FK: focus in 3GPP is now on MBMS/IMS and OMA BCST

Vivek Gupta: stage-2 type of text in spec is needed. Once we have such a document, the text could then be sent to different forums for feedback (e.g. WiMAX forum)
