Hongseok Jeon: The usage is described in proposed section 8.3.1

Juan Carlos Zuniga, presented documents 21-10-0020 and 21-10-0019
Ajay Rajkumar: WiMAX MBMS specs are not ready yet. Also, cell edge is a problem in multicast and broadcast scenarios, as it is expensive to maintain the same rate in the cell edge region

Subir Das: We need to understand which is the mobility protocol: SIP, RTSP IP? What is the transport for MBMS messages?

JCZ: Agree, although in theory we don’t care if the 3G service is a unicast or mulitacast, as it is transparent

SD: Local signalling is preferred for MIH, and then rely on application signalling for service activation

 JCZ: Program availability diagram in architecture presentation can be a good start for the potential 802.21b contribution for stage-2
