Juan Carlos Zuniga (J.C.Z): Basically, TGb is handling a typical portable broadcast system such as DVB-H, DMB. The system cannot provide multicast transmission.

J.C.Z introduced a comment resolution sheet template and summarized general procedures and schedules for the upcoming IEEE 802.21b Working Group Letter Ballot (WGLB). 

Subir summarized IEEE Project 802 LMSC Operating Rules as followings:

· For WGLB of draft standard, all voting members must respond with approve, disapprove, or abstain.
· Response day of first WGLB is at least 30 days and response day of the recirculation WGLB is at least 15 days.

David gave a guideline for how to process WGLB as followings:

· TGb needs to make a motion to the WG on closing plenary to request WGLB. 

· At the closing plenary, that motion is taken whether to go forward it or not.  

· If it is approved to go forward, then when you have draft ready, you send out a notice to all voting members with a draft, comment resolution sheet and some instructions.
