1.1  The 802.21c TG teleconference is called to order by Junghoon Jee.

1.3  Update on SFF-based handovers is presented by Charles Perkins (21-11-0105-00, 21-11-0106-00)
A preliminary version has been presented at the May Interim (21-11-0092-00). This presentation is an update. The presentation follows the ppt file (21-11-0105-00) whereas more details are given in the word file (21-11-0106-00).
Slide 8 introduced new terminology to clarify the previous presentation at the May Interim meeting: terminology changed from UE to MN, and local SFF to Originating SFF (OSFF). The OSFF communicates with target SFF (TSFF) to facilitate secured handover.

Security keys are defined in Slide 9.

The detailed security mechanisms to establish SA between the SFF are described. The tunnels between the SFF can therefore be established.

More detailed are in the Word document (DCN#21-11-0106-00). Figure 1 on page 2. 

Slide 11 contains the major changes:

The handover is between roaming partners.

OSFF either knows the key with the TSFF or can establish it.

Pre-authentication and context setup will then happen. 

The security mechanism is separate from MIP. 

Integrating with MIP will enable session continuity. Separate draft for IETF is being prepared. There, the HSFF can co-locate with HA in the integration.

Charles will prepare a formal 802.21c contribution, based on 802.21 as well as using the proposed security mechanism in 802.21a.
