1. Teleconference (10:00 ET -10:50 ET): August 17, 2011
1.1  Teleconference is called to order by Junghoon Jee at 10:10 ET
1.2  Attendance: Charles E. Perkins, Antonio de Oliva, H. Anthony Chan, Junghoon Jee, Hyunho Park
1.3  SFF operations augmented with UE location information (21-11-0142-00)
1.3.1 Discussion:
Charles E. Perkins presented the contribution, “
SFF operations augmented with UE location information”, DCN: 21-11-0142-00. The presentation first deals with considerations about location information for IEEE 802.21c and the relationship between IEEE802.21c and other information repositories such as ANDSF and ANQP. These are considered based on previous article, “SFF-based Handovers”, of San Francisco. For handover based on location information, the OSFF can identify neighboring network for UE and determines TSFF based on location information of UE.  Moreover, OSFF can check policy requirements and work with ANDSF server. Antonio de Oliva suggested OSFF should work with MIH IS server. 
Charles E. Perkins also presented standardization requirements including location information and radio access technology (RAT) types. In addition, he addressed about the ANQP of IEEE 802.11u. Charles E. Perkins also explained operational requirements. For operational requirements, Junghoon Jee asked whether the handover statistics includes the dynamic information such as the traffic overloading condition. Charles answered it can include that kind of dynamic information. Junghoon Jee also pointed out the need of considering about the UE’s location privacy issues. It’s suggested not depending on the location information which was directly sent from the UE. 
Antonio de Oliva asked about a protocol or database to provide the location information. Charles E. Perkins answered these are out of scope in this proposal, but IETF works for database.
For the next conference call, Charles E. Perkins is planning to list up relevant information elements for 802.21c and work on the call flows among UE, OSFF and Information Repository.
