1. Teleconference (22:00 ET -22:30 ET): December 13, 2011
1.1  Teleconference is called to order by Junghoon Jee at 22:00 ET
1.2  Attendance: Junghoon Jee, Yoshihiro Ohba, Subir Das, Hyunho Park
1.3  Merging Plan for Pull Key Distribution (21-11-0198-00-srho)
1.3.1 Discussion:
Yoshihiro Ohba presented the contribution, “Merging Plan for Pull Key Distribution”, DCN: 21-11-0198-00-srho. The motivation of the contribution is about comparing and merging proactive pull key distribution (PPKD) presented in the last November Plenary meeting and the SFF.


Mr. Ohba explained with respect to two types of PPKD. The first one is identity “bootstrap and MNMSRK installation into TPoS (AAA)”. It transfers the root key, MNmirk, through MIH_N2N_LL_AUTH message, and TPoA assigns MNnetworkAccessId for proactive authentication and pull key distribution.
The second one is MN to tPoA authentication based on using MNnetworkAccessID carried by link layer authentication frame through the serving and target PoS to TPoA. Afterwards, TPoA contact AAA based on MNnetworkAccessId, and TPoS response with MIH_N2N_LL_AUTH.response message.

He also reviewed SFF scheme and keys for SFF scheme and found common functionality between PPKD and SFF scheme. The common functionalities are anchor node in the source network and pre-registration without the MN’s home network. 


He finally concluded that PPKD and SFF functionally equivalent and suggested merge those things with consideration of consistency with 802.21a.

Junghoon Jee pointed out that PPKD scheme will minimize authentication step, and can explain the specific authentication of SFF scheme. Hence, Mr. Jee suggested further cooperation with Charles E. Perkins.

At last, Mr. Jee suggested teleconference to discuss today’s topic on January 11th, 2012.
