a) Section 1.2

It was agreed that all definitions should be re-checked, to see if they were an exact reference to the documents where they come from (thus avoiding interpretation changes).

It was also agreed that, due to consistency sake, the definitions should come from a specific source. 
Since the FIPS documents provided most of the definitions, we should try to get all the definitions for authentication, confidentiality, integrity and availability from that source (e.g., FIPS 140-2).
