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Minutes of 802.21c Task Group Meeting

1. Second Day PM1 (2:30PM-3:30PM): Salon G; Tuesday, September 18 
1.1  Meeting is called to order by Anthony Chan, chair of 802.21c TG, with agenda (DCN# 21-12-0120-00).
1.2  Hyunho Park presented “Discussion on “MGW vs. MIH-PoS” in IEEE 802.21c (DCN# 21-12-0113-00).”
Hyunho Park from ETRI presented “Discussion on “MGW vs. MIH-PoS” in IEEE 802.21c (DCN# 21-12-0113-00)” to show the differences between mobility gateway (MGW) and MIH-PoS (Point of Service). The proposal was a response of “8/29/2012 802.21c interim document discussion (DCN: 21-12-0109-00).” The need of MGW function was agreed by all members, but some members does not agree that the MGW is different from MIH-PoS because they believe the MGW is a kind of MIH-PoS. The differences between MGW and MIH-PoS were decided to be discussed, later.
1.3  Meeting of IEEE 802.21 TGc adjourned at 3:30 PM.

2. Second Day PM2 (4:00PM-6:00PM): Salon G; Tuesday, September 18 
2.1  Meeting is called to order by Anthony Chan, chair of 802.21c TG, with agenda (DCN# 21-12-0120-00).
2.2  July meeting minutes (DCN# 21-12-0105-02-srho) was approved with unanimous consent.
2.3  Minutes (DCN# 21-12-0107-00-srho) of teleconference at Aug 15th was approved with unanimous consent. 
2.4  Minutes (DCN# 21-12-0115-00-srho) of teleconference at Sept 29th was approved with unanimous consent. 
2.5  Hyunho Park presented “ Proposal of new SID in IEEE 802.21c (DCN# 21-12-0119-01)”.
Hyunho Park from ETRI insisted that gateway service with the new service identifier (SID) value, 5. The gateway service deals with delivery of MAC (Media Access Control) frame and other interworking protocols, such as ANQP (Access Network Query Protocol) of IEEE 802.11. The need of gateway services was agreed, but the need for new SID was determined to be discussed, later.
2.6  Charles E. Perkins presented “ Discussion of SRHO Draft Status (DCN# 21-12-0125-01)”.
Charles E. Perkins from Futurewei pointed out unfamiliar design, figure problems by other programs such as Visio and PowerPoint, etc. in the IEEE 802.21c draft spec and showed his idea to solve the problems. Designs of protocol stacks were discussed as a main issue. The designs of protocols were considered to be discussed again.
2.7  Charles E. Perkins presented “Messages for Symmetric Key Delivery (DCN# 21-12-0122-00)”.
Charles E. Perkins from Futurewei explains new messages for enabling SPoS delivery of a master key to TPoS and MN. This proposal was agreed to be included the new IEEE 802.21c draft spec.
2.8  Charles E. Perkins presented “ SRHO draft 802.21c specification (DCN# 21-12-0123-00)”.
Charles E. Perkins from Futurewei showed his IEEE 802.21c draft specification accepting “Discussion of SRHO Draft Status (DCN# 21-12-0125-01).” However, motion for accepting this draft as the new specification was not processed because “Discussion of SRHO Draft Status (DCN# 21-12-0125-01)” was not fully agreed.
2.9  Meeting of IEEE 802.21 TGc adjourned at 6:00 PM.

3. Third Day AM1 (9:00AM-10:00AM): Salon G; Wednesday, September 19

3.1  Meeting is called to order by Anthony Chan, chair of 802.21c TG, with agenda (DCN# 21-12-0120-00).
3.2  Dapeng Liu presented “ 3GPP to WLAN handover proposal  (DCN# 21-12-0076-01)”.
Dapeng Liu from China Mobile introduced handover mechanism from 3GPP to WLAN using CAPWAP (Control And Provisioning of Wireless Access Points). The members of IEEE 802.21 TGc agreed with efficiency the handover mechanism, but some of members pointed out that the handover mechanism does not look so tightly coupled with IEEE 802.21 standard. Dapeng Liu answered that the handover mechanism is related with IEEE 802.21c because the handover mechanism uses the MGW of IEEE 802.21c. Despite of his answer, some member did not agree with answer.
3.3  Meeting of IEEE 802.21 TGc adjourned at 10:00 AM.

4. Third Day PM2 (4:00PM-6:19PM): Salon G; Wednesday, September 19

4.1  Meeting is called to order by Anthony Chan, chair of 802.21c TG, with agenda (DCN# 21-12-0120-00).
4.2  Hyunho Park presented “TGc_Proposal_SRHO_Messages_Hyunho_Park (DCN# 21-12-0106-02).”
The proposal, “TGc_Proposal_SRHO_Messages_Hyunho_Park (DCN# 21-12-0106-02),” was updated through the previous teleconferences. Hyunho Park modified some parts of the proposal, which was pointed out from the previous teleconferences. The modified parts were agreed with members of IEEE 802.21 TGc, and the proposal was agreed to be moved to motion.
4.3  Motion: To accept to incorporate the texts in the proposal, “21-12-0106-02-srho, 802.21c Proposal” into the TGc framework document “21-10-0025-02, 802.21c draft template”.
Motion is moved by Hyunho Park, seconded by Yoshihiro Ohba, and passed.
4.4  Charles E. Perkins presented “ More Discussion on “MGW vs. MIH-PoS” in IEEE 802.21c (DCN# 21-12-0127-00).”
Charles E. Perkins from Futurewei insisted that the MGW is one of MIH-PoS against the proposal, “Discussion on “MGW vs. MIH-PoS” in IEEE 802.21c (DCN# 21-12-0113-00).” After presentation of Charles E Perknis’ proposal, disagreement remained still. The issue about MGW and MIH-PoS were decided to be discussed, later.
4.5  Meeting of IEEE 802.21 TGc adjourned at 6:19 PM.
