(Comment) Reduce “11.3 Assumptions of Single Radio Handover.”
·  Single radio handover’s assumption of SRHO can be combined with section 1.4 in main document (IEEE 802.21 standard)
· This section is determined to be rewritten as a kind of short form.
(Comment) Single radio handover process in section11.5 is determined to be moved into informative annex.

(Comment) Relationship between SRCF and MIHF needs to be defined in clear manner.
· (Comment) Define SRCF as a sub-function of MIHF.
Comment about Proxy Gateway
· Proxy gateway is determined to change the name into other name.

2.4  “IEEE_P802_21c_D01-Modified Section11” (DCN# 21-12-0167-00) was discussed.
Charles E. Perkins introduced the updated IEEE 802.21 draft that is modified in Section 11. The updated parts and comments for the updated draft are the same as follows.

· The Section 11.1, Introduction, becomes simpler than the previous IEEE 802.21 draft that is used for Working Group Letter Ballot. 
· “11.1.3 Media independent single radio” is determined to be moved into subsection of Section 5.1 of IEEE 802.21 standard. SR-MIHF is suggested for single radio handover function in media independent handover function. 

· Assumption for single radio handover is determined to be moved into Section 1.4 in the IEEE 802.21 standard.

· (Comment) The use of bullet is not permitted for standard.

· (Comment) For reference model in Section 11.4, following reference model of the IEEE 802.21 standard is suggested. Figure 1 and 3 can be good examples for designing reference model for single radio handover.
·  (Comment) Changing Figure 11.7 into call flow diagram is suggested.
·  (Comment) “11.4.2 Information Repository” is suggested to be moved to Section 5.3.4 that deals with media independent server.
· (Comment) “11.4.3 Proxy Gateway” is suggested to be moved to Section 12. 

·  The security section, Section 11.6, is suggested to be moved into Section 5 of IEEE 802.21a.
