Chair explained IEEE-SA IPR policies. There was no IPR declaration in the teleconference.

1.2  Discussion
There are 3 major issues that need to be resolved for harmonization:
- Group management procedure
- Group identifier format
- Multicast-capable primitives
· Discussion on  Group management procedure:

There is no objection to support MN-initiated join

Comment: Group management idea in MN-initiated join is to provide an initial group key to be used for providing the real key to the MN, upon triggering from the MN

Question: The PoS and Controller and key management be in the same place or can it be distributed with an AAA

Comment: Device keys and groups are managed by a group manager which may be implemented in a distributed manner. A full group manager function may be implemented in a PoS.
Question: What happens with multiple groups? 
Comment: Maybe confusion if not properly configured, but the proposal supports multiple device keys retained by a single device.  Need to have a look to the group key tree, since it is unique per network. With multiple device keys it should work. One group key per group but all managed by a single device key tree, although multiple device key trees may exit in a network.

Comment: It is suggested to add an explanation regarding this to GKB proposal.
Comment: It seems that providing MIH_ID and Group MIHF_ID then we can ask the PoS to make a Join. Maybe this can be encrypted with the device key (PoS to MN).

Comment: An action item of Daniel, Antonio, Carlos is to send an email to Toru with proposal for primitives
·  Discussion on Group identifier format 

Just join both proposals, there is no defined way of writing an FQDN specifying multicast behavior

·  Discussion on multicast-capable primitives
Comment: Make a list of primitives which make sense to send in multicast and add it to the appropriate section in the standard
