1. Day1 PM2 (4:00PM-6:00PM): Lord Byron; Monday, Jan. 14, 2013 
1.1  Meeting is called to order by Anthony Chan, chair of 802.21c TG, with agenda (DCN# 21-13-0012-00).

1.2  Nov 27 teleconference minutes (DCN# 21-12-0181-00) was approved with unanimous consent. 

1.3  Dec 4 teleconference minutes (DCN# 21-12-0188-00-srho) was approved with unanimous consent. 
1.4  Dec 11 teleconference minutes (DCN# 21-12-0187-00-srho) was approved with unanimous consent.

1.7  “Align IEEE 802.21c with 802.21a key derivation” (DCN# 21-13-0006-09) was discussed.

This contribution, which proposes to align IEEE 802.21c key derivation with the algorithm and naming conventions of 802.21a, was introduced by Charles E. Perkins. To introduce the contribution, Mr. Perkins used IEEE 802.21a standard. Mr. Perkins also discussed about security such as key derivation and generation of nonce of IEEE 802.21a with Yoshihiro Ohba. 
Chair of IEEE 802.21 working group (WG), Subir Das, suggested Mr. Perkins and Mr. Ohba to continue security issues to improve IEEE 802.21c standard Draft.

1.8   “Comment resolution on P802.21cD01 Clause 11” (DCN# 21-13-0001-01) was discussed.
Mr. Das explains the needs of separate resolution documents categorized by clauses. Hyeong-Ho Lee suggested inserting comment numbers to the separate resolution documents.

Mr. Chan explains comment resolutions on Clause 11 and discuss with other members. 
1.9  “Comment Resolution on Gateway Service in Draft 802.21c (DCN#21-13-0005-00)” was discussed.
Hyunho Park introduced Proxy Function which was Gateway Service. The Proxy Function had been discussed through previous teleconferences and thus the Proxy Function was agreed by the attendees without serious objections.
1.10  “LB comments and resolution (DCN# 21-12-0165-09)” was organized and introduced by H. Anthony Chan.
