I do have a couple of questions/concerns, these items will not hold up the draft going to ballot, however I just wanted to bring them to your attention.

1) In Clause 9, the following statement appears:

NOTE--Editor: The following Clauses are not changed, they appear in order to be able to reference them later. 

Please note these subclauses shouldn't appear in the draft. I suggest, either removing before sponsor ballot, or it's not imperative, but please note, it will be removed during publication preparation.

2) (Note: Entries M.8.3.10 and M8.3.11 are defined in 802.21c.) (Note: Entries M.8.4.43 to M8.4.50 are defined in 802.21b and 802.21c.) 

Both are in the document.These should be removed as well. However if they are absolutely needed we can keep. However we should move it up to the editorial instructions. This too can be fixed during publication preparation.
