Minutes:

· There was a discussion on what should be the level of detail of the MAC requirements document. It was agreed that we should specify only enough information as to compare proposals, but not in such a way to put any contraints on them

· Discussion of whether the CPEs should send all the detailed measurement report to the BS or perhaps just a summary

· It was agreed that this is mostly an implementation issue and does not need to be detailed in the requirements document

· There has to be a more broad discussion on how addresses are going to be specified in 802.22. This is required in order to ensure that interference resolution is always possible

· Should we use 48-bit standard IEEE addresses?

· Addresses could be either fixed or dynamic

· The group raised the issue that somewhere in the requirements docucment it has to be described how the measurement information is going to be handled/treated. It was agreed that this has to be performed by an external module, not the MAC. Perhaps a separate section in the requirements document has to be created to address this important issue. Further discussion is needed

· There was a discussion on whether BSs and CPEs should always maintain a “list” of backup channel(s) in case an incumbent is detected and a channel has to be vacated. It was agreed that this should not be in the functional requirements document and can be left to the proposals, as different approaches could be suggested to tackle this problem

· In section 7.1.2, the group decided to distinguish between change and suspend/resume functionalities. A new section was created to reflect this requirement

· The section 7.1.2.3 originally entitled as TPC, has been renamed to Control of PHY Adaptability as to reflect the work being done by the PHY group, which has grouped features such as TPC, adaptive modulation and channel bandwidth under this broader term.
