With 75% approval? The MAC group understands that this issue has to clarified ASAP, and before proposals are submitted.

· It was proposed and accepted that the document Eli sent (dealing with QoS and security) would be only dealt with once the MAC group gets to the section on QoS

· Some participants raised the concern that some extra time is needed after the May meeting in Australia in order to review of the entire requirements document. Gerald agreed to discuss this with Carl and will clafify this point

· Due to reorganization of the requirements document, the MAC section has been renumber to be section 10.

· The group reviewed and concluded the work up to section 10.2.2.2. No major edits or reorganizations have been made in the MAC section.

· Portions of the MAC section revised in Atlanta have been approved. Changes made in this teleconference are to receive final approval in forthcoming conference calls.
