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Minutes
· Specification of access/acquisition time and ranging in the functional requirements document [1] was debated.  Some guidance needs to be given, but there was no agreement on what the limit should be, or if it should even be specified at this time.
· Frequency tolerances for base and CPE were discussed, with 2 ppm identified for base stations from 802.16-2004, section 8.4.14.1.  CPEs were another matter; to keep cost down, perhaps the period over which the CPE captures the frequency/time lock should be specified.  Once engaged, frequency should be referenced to base station.  CPE should be able to acquire time and freq sync from base station to a sufficient degree of accuracy to allow proper behavior in the network.  The purpose of the functional requirement is for the proponent to tell us how they’re going to make this work, and what kind of tolerance they can tolerate and how they acquire the signal.  Then in the standard, we include a number, once the acquisition procedure has been determined.

· Discussion of typical spectral efficiency led to other discussions on service area and availability.  We may need to be more specific on the definition of “typical” spectral efficiency so we can make fair comparisons of proposals.

· The topic of the potential impact to service areas due to large incumbent interferers came up.  It was not resolved whether this should be discussed in the functional requirements document.

· Most text edits that were in chapter 5 of version 12 of the requirements document were approved with only minor changes.

· Due to the reorganization of the document, this chapter 5 will be re-numbered 8 in the new version [2].
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Abstract


In our first call since the March 2005 Plenary meeting, we continued to review the functional requirements document, debating text and accepting many changes, mostly in chapter 5.
