Functional Requirements document

The meetings of the working group were devoted for the most part to developing the requirements document through discussions. 

(Cairns Session started with 22-05-0007-18-0000_RAN_Requirements_wc.doc and finished with revision 22).  

The meetings concentrated on a detailed review of section 11: “Coexistence and interference mitigation” which was completed and section 9: “Flexible Adaptive Performance” up to sub-section 9.2.  Section 8 was also slightly changed and sub-section 8.2 was removed. 

The discussions held during the Tuesday PM1 meeting resulted in the following action items:

· Victor Tawil and Steve Kuffner will work with other interested parties to analyze the scaling of the D/U ratios from the weak signal levels to the grade B signal contours.

· Gerald Chouinard will be checking whether some tests on these D/U ratios can be done at CRC. 

During the Wednesday AM 2 meeting, the following straw-poll was conducted: 

“Rule that 802.22 form an ad-hoc committee to draft an ex-parte presentation to the FCC to brief on the status of our work, and submit it to the WG no later than two weeks before the July meeting.” 

The issue of quorum was raised by Victor Tawil. The Chair clarified that ad-hoc committees had been empowered in Atlanta to meet and carry on work till July. The document will have to be approved at the July meeting.

Straw-poll passed by unanimous consent.  Carl Stevenson will chair these ad hoc meetings. 

The chair asked if there was any objection to adjourn. Non heard the meeting closed at 11:48 local time.

Closing plenary:

The chair reviewed the work progress and the work that needs to be done before the July session.  A quorum was not available at the Cairns meeting and so there were no motions made.

Gerald Chouinard reported on the 802 Architecture meeting held on Tuesday evening.  It was indicated that the wireless groups under 802 should work together to develop harmonized QoS treatment (wired groups did not include QoS fuctions).  There should also be a common language across the wireless groups for RF management and statistical reporting for the various wireless systems (e.g., 801.1AM to develop media independent RF management protocols)

The next session will be a Plenary to be held on July 17-22 at San Francisco, USA.
