2- Review of the Functional Requitrements document

Revision 23 of doc 0007 was sent on the reflector 10 minutes before the call.  Carl Stevenson cleaned the version that was produced in Cairns by accepting all the changes agree so far and adding new suggested text in ‘track change’ up to section 15.2.  All the ‘greyed’ text in the previous version (informative material) was aggregated in a new ‘annex’ document that was also distributed (22-05-00zz-00_RAN_Rqmts_Inf_Annex.doc).

It was indicated, for those who were not in Cairns, that the sections 15.1, 10 and 11 in this new version were reviewed in Cairns.

It was agreed to start the review from the beginning of the document.  Special attention was given to the text containing “MUST”, “SHALL”, “MAY” etc.

Discussions took place on:

· the need to use directive antennas (or omni-directional transmit antennas should be allowed) under section 5.4

· the need for CPE-to-CPE transmission under section 5.6.2 to increase spectrum efficiency if the base station does not need to repeat the transmission.

· Flexible asymmetry (how flexible is flexible)

Carl invited exchange on these three topics using the reflector to advance the discussion before the next conference call where these items will be discussed again.

The review advanced up to, but not including section 6.1.
