2- Review of the Functional Requitrements document

Revision 25 of doc. 0007 was sent on the reflector before the call.  The review started with section 5.4. 

A lengthy discussion took place on the need to include the minimum CPE antenna height of 10 m in the Functional Requirement document.  Two questions were raised:

· whether this kind of information is appropriate in a PHY-MAC Functional Requirement document: there was a general feeling that there would be a need for the 802.22 WG to develop a “Recommended Practice” document where the system installation requirements and operational practice would be established.  This would describe in a formal way the assumptions used in defining the Functional Requirements document.  Carl Stevenson indicated that he would like to entertain a motion at the beginning of the July Plenary session to produce a PAR and 5 Criteria to initiate a group that would develop such “Recommended Practices”

· Whether a specific CPE antenna height should be indicated: on one hand, 10 m height above ground has been used as a reference in the broadcast field to be able to establish the nominal receiving installation and predict the coverage and would still be useful for WRAN, an even more so because of the fact that the antennas need to be mounted in a way where the sensing antenna can see the incumbent transmissions in the area and that the TPC does not compensate for poor installation by increasing the power sent to the antenna.  On the other hand, some flexibility should be given because of the fact that in certain cases, the antenna height of the antenna could be less than 10 m or need to be higher than 10 depending on the surrounding terrain.  Some text that seemsed to bring consensus was developed and will appear in revision 26.

Also related to the question of antenna height, it was suggested that text be added to the document indicating that 802.22 WG would look at technology proposals that would make the system self-policing, especially in the case of verification of the CPE antenna installation.  Revision 26 will include this text in section 5.4.

The review advanced up to section 8.1.
