List of functional requirements

The meetings of the working group were devoted for the most part to developing the functional requirements document through discussions. 

(San Francisco session started working with the document 22-05-0007-28-0000_RAN_Requirements.doc, and  finished with the document 22-05-0007-35-0000_RAN_Requirements.doc. Comments from Edgar Reihl made in a previous rev 26 were also considered.).  

During the Monday PM1 meeting, an initial strawpoll was conducted for the
“Formation of a study group to investigate means to enhance detection and protection of Part 74 devices.”
After a short discussion, it was decided that the matter would be revisited later in the week.

During the Monday PM2 meeting, a strawpoll was conducted to develop a companion document for recommended practices for professional installation of WRAN system.
The results of the vote were 

Yes:18, No:0, Abstain:0
Winston Caldwell made the motion to 
“Approve the document 22-05-0044-04-0000 for consideration at the joint meeting with 802.18, and if approved by the joint meeting, to be submitted to the Executive Comittee at the end of the week for their approval as the basis for an ex-parte presentation to the FCC.”
Motion was seconded by Tom Gurley.

Motion passed unanimously.

The Tuesday AM1 meeting was held jointly with the IEEE 802.18 WG.
The document to be used for the ex-parte presentation Doc IEEE 802.22-05/0044r4 was reviewed, and editorial changes were made and additional information regarding the WG time-schedule added.
A strawpoll was conducted to see if there were any objections to changes made in the meeting (see current version of document 22-05-0044-05-0000_Draft_FCC_Ex_Parte_on_WRANs.ppt).
There was no objection among 802.22 voting members. The document was unanimously approved.

A motion was moved by Ivan Reede to 
“Approve the document 22-05-0044-05-0000_Draft_FCC_Ex_Parte_on_WRANs.ppt for forwarding to the Executive Committee for their approval.” 

Peter Murray seconded the motion.
Motion passed by unanimous consent. 
Motion was proposed by Ivan Reede to
“Authorize that editorial changes be done by chair of 802.18 to the doc r5 for editorial changes if needed as per the EC recommendations for presentation to the FCC.”
Peter Murray seconded it.
Motion passed by unanimous consent. 
The Chair indicated that it was his intent that an informative background document be published as a separate document, and not part of the functional requirements document, and this would serve as an aid to the proposers. This document will be posted as a draft, subject to approval via an electronic ballot.
During the Tuesday AM2 meeting, Ivan Reede brought to the WG’s attention the following motions passed in 802.15:
“Recommend the formation of a SG on IEEE 802 architectural group that addresses wireless issues.”
“Recommend that the 802.1AM PAR be postponed pending the formation of an EC SG for wireless architecture.”
A strawpoll was conducted for following the footsteps of 802.15.
The results were

Yes: 7, No: 0, Abstain: 0
As a follow-up to the strawpoll, and in order to give guidance to the Chair for the EC meeting on Friday, the following motions were passed.

“Recommend the formation of a study group on IEEE 802 upper layer architecture issues that impact the needs of the wireless working groups.”
Moved by Ivan Reede, and seconded by Gerald Chouinard.
The results were

Motion passed.


“Recommend that the 802.1AM PAR be postponed pending the formation of an Executive Committee Study Group for wireless architecture.”
Moved by Ivan Reede, and seconded by: Gerald Chouinard.
The motion passed unanimously.
During the Tuesday PM2 meeting, Gary Matthews from Outland Wireless volunteered for the Technical Editor position. Seeing no objection, the WG chair appointed Gary Matthews, with the WG unanimously confirming him as Technical Editor.

In the Thursday AM1 meeting, a motion was moved by Ahren Hartman regarding the
“Formation of a Study Group for investigating means to enhance detection and protection of licensed Part 74 devices by the WRAN system, and authorize the Chair to get the Study Group approval from the Executive Committee.”

Motion was seconded by Peter Murray.

The votes were

Yes: 19, No: 0, Abstain: 2

Motion passed.

The WG met over Thursday Evening in an effort to complete the functional requirements document. However, late evening, a consensus emerged that the functional requirements document could not be developed to a point where it could be confirmed by vote the following day. The meeting was recessed at 10:30 pm.
Closing plenary:

Agenda was approved unanimously.

The Chair reviewed the WG’s position on 802.1AM PAR. No change in the WG’s position was found.

The chair reviewed the work progress. The functional requirements document is at a stage where it could not be approved during this session meeting. The presentation document for the FCC ex-parte would be due for approval from the Executive Committee during Friday afternoon. The work that needs to be done before the September session was reviewed.
The following motion was suggested by the Chair which:
“Moved to authorize ad hoc committees conducting duly noticed weekly conference calls to progress work on the 802.22 requirements document and a separate weekly conference call on the channel models until the September 2005 IEEE 802 interim.”
The motion was made by John Notor, and seconded by Victor Tawil. 

It was approved by unanimous consent. 
Eli Sofer was asked to continue chairing the ad hoc on channel models. 
Carl Stevenson, with Gerald Chouinard, would continue to lead the work on the general body of the functional requirements document.

The Chair noted that once the functional requirements document is completed, an electronic voting ballot will be conducted to approve it. The Chair ruled that the functional requirements document would be a technical document, which would require a 75% approval vote. 802.22 voting members would be given a 15 days notice time to respond to the voting ballot. There would be a comment resolution process based on any negative responses received towards the requirements document.
Motion made by John Notor to
“Empower the working members at the September interim to act on all necessary WG business, whether a quorum is achieved or not, subject to a reaffirmation at the November plenary session.”

Seconded by Edgar Reihl.
Motion passed by unanimous consent.
