2- Review of the Functional Requirements document (#7r39)

The discussion concentrated on section 15.1.4 that had been reviewed during the last two telephone conferences.  Some changes had been done during the call the previous week and some further changes were proposed by G. Chouinard (yellow background) to expand the DFS concept to beyond the co-channel case and to include the reduction in EIRP rather than just vacating the channel.

The definition of the “non-occupancy period” was improved somewhat but it was left for further discussion in Garden Grove.  “Channel move” and “closing time” also need to be discussed further when someone representing the wireless microphone interests is present.

It was stated that during the session in Cairns, it was decided that operation on channels adjacent (N-1 and N+1) to wireless microphone operation should not be allowed.  It was unclear whether this was the final decision or not.  In the context of being able to rely on an EIRP profile as in the case of DTV, a reduction in EIRP may be sufficient for the adjacent channels rather than having to vacate the three channels (N-1, N and N+1).  The text of three bullets was modified to include the need to vacate these three channels.

With respect to susceptibility of the DTV system to short packets, it was mentioned that DTV receivers have time interleavers (180 usec depth) to protect reception against impulse noise and that this feature could be taken advantage of by new CPE’s trying to join a network by sending short packets.  This would however tend to add to the potential number of impulses that the DTV receiver will see.  This is to be discussed further.

The Table in the section still needs to be discussed, especially with respect to the values for DTV.  Views are that this should be left to the proponents to fill.

4- Close of meeting

The text was reviewed down to the end of section 15.1.6.  The new revision #40 will be posted on the 802.22 Web site before the next telecon next Wednesday.  The meeting closed at 2:05pm (EDT).
