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MINUTES

Chair reviewed agenda: agenda approved by unanimous consent.

Chair reviewed the anti-trust statement and patent policy. 

September meeting minutes were reviewed and passed by unanimous consent.

802 liaisons:

· Liaison with 802.18 (Radio Reg. Group): nothing to report.

· Liaison with 802.19 (Coexistence group):  nothing to report.

· Liaison with 802.1 (Architecture group): G. Chouinard attended the meeting held on Sunday and quickly reported on it.

· with MSTV: Victor Tawil mentioned that there were some legislative proposals underway regarding ‘white spaces’ and DTV.

Objective of the meeting:

A review of the objectives for the meeting (schedule of technology presentations) was made. 

List of requirements

The Chair announced that the Working Group (WG) would be looking for a Technical Editor since the earlier appointed Editor, Gary Matthews, would not be able to attend future meetings.

A proposed modification to the P&P with respect to voting rights and its impact on the 802.22 WG was discussed by the Vice-Chair. 

A straw poll was conducted to obtain the WG’s feedback with respect to the membership loss clause. The proposal being considered by the Executive Committee (EC) for change is to implement the rule:

“Membership is lost if a person fails to meet the participation requirements of the Working Group at two out of the last three plenary sessions,” instead of the current rule which states:

“Membership is lost if a person fails to meet the participation requirements of the Working Group at two out of the last four plenary sessions.” 

The strawpoll vote was conducted and the vote in favor of changing the rule as above went:

Yes: 8, No: 7

The Chair noted that such a proposal, if passed by the Executive Committee, would not come into effect immediately, i.e. at the end of the November plenary.

A WG vote was taken to approve the PAR and Five criteria for the Study Group (SG) looking at methods to enhance detection of Part 74 devices.

Motion made by Ivan Reede and seconded by Carlos Cordeiro.

Motion passes.

During the Wednesday PM1 session, the SG discussed and resolved comments provided by the 802.16 WG on the PAR pertaining to the means to enhance detection of low power licensed devices in the TV bands.

A motion was made by Ivan Reede and seconded by Greg Buchwald to approve the document 22-05-0112_00_0000 as the response to 802.16 comments on the proposed PAR.

Motion passes.

As a result, the PAR was modified in accordance with the comments resolution.

A motion was made by Ivan Reede and seconded by Victor Tawil to approve the modified PAR document (doc. 802.22-05/0087r1).
