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MINUTES

The Study Group (SG) looking at methods to enhance protection of Part 74 devices by unlicensed devices, including 802.22 WRANs, met during the Wednesday AM2 meeting time slot.

The Chair of the 802.22 WG requested the secretary of the 802.22 WG to serve as acting secretary of the SG meeting for the January session.

In the Wednesday AM2 meeting, the WG Chair noted, by way of introduction, that there was an appeal by Phillip Barber with regards to process documentation of the activites of the Study Group (SG) in creating and approving the P802.22.1 PAR and 5C devices. 
William Rose took over as Chair of the SG and reviewed his informal minutes of the September 2005 SG meetings. 
Carl Stevenson made a motion that these amended minutes be approved subject to appropriate formatting. The motion was seconded by Ivan Reede.
Motion passed unanimously.

Discussions followed in the SG to address the issues raised in the appeal.

The appellant indicated that the phrase “SG” (in the line “During the Wednesday PM1 session, the SG discussed and resolved comments …”) in the November 2005 802.22 WG minutes instead of the phrase “WG” would be acceptable to him and would not affect the nature of his appeal. Other editorial changes were made to the November 2005 minutes to more adequately capture the motions and actions taken with respect to the SG votes. 
Ivan Reede made an observation that the WG had determined that additional means to enhance protection to microphone devices, resulting in the formation of the SG to study these issues.
The appellant noted that he had made a request on Sunday to post a notification of the SG meeting on the 802.22 email reflector. Although such prior notification had not been done, the appellant mentioned that this would not adversely affect the resolution of his appeal, since the fact that the SG would be meeting had been publicized more than 30 days in advance in the agenda and was on the master agenda available to all attendees of the session.
A motion was made by Carl Stevenson to reaffirm the SG’s previous approval of the PAR and Five criteria as the recommendation of the SG. The motion was seconded by Ivan Reede. 

The vote of the motion was
Yes: 24, No: 4, Abstain: 5
The motion passed. 
The appellant asked that it be noted in the minutes of the SG meeting that we would withdraw his appeal based on the corrective actions taken by the SG.
The meeting adjourned at 12:31 pm.
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
