Discussion

Carl Stevenson gave an update on the status of the PAR. He anticipates it will be approved, at the latest, by NesCom and the Standards Board at their meeting in two weeks. At the EC meeting, Carl will request that the Study Group be extended until the July Plenary Session or until the Task Group is approved, whichever comes first. 

It was recommended that, at the Friday AM1 WG meeting, the WG enable an ad hoc group to meet by conference calls between now and the May Interim Session or until the 802.22.1 TG is approved, whichever comes first, to enable discussions on enhanced detection of Part 74 devices to take place.

The process going forward was described. The 802.22.1 TG was formed to create a standard for Enhanced Protection of Part 74 Devices. The resulting standard will be passed to 802.22 for approval and to subsequently continue through the IEEE standards approval process. 

Assuming a standard is created and approved, 802.22 would either incorporate the appropriate sections from the 802.22.1 standard, or lacking a receiver definition in the standard, create the necessary requirements for detecting the transmissions as specified in the 802.22.1 standard.
