4. Review and Approve Down-Selection Voting Proceedures
The Proposed Down-Selection Voting Procedures were reviewed by those on the call. A number of changes were made. 

a. It was decided that the Call for Proposals closed prior to the Plenary meetings in July. Therefore the paragraph on New proposals was shortened to state that and nothing more. 

b. A 60 minute panel discussion following the 30 minutes of discussion allotted to each presentor. 

c. In Section 3, first paragraph, “confirmation process” was changed to “balloting process”. 

d. In section 3a, “none of the above” was changed to “abstain”

e. In 3b and 3c, a descripription of how to proceed in the case of a tie was added

f. In 3d, the language was changed to reflect the tie process, confirmation vote process, etc. and to explain what happens if no proposal achieves a 75% confirmation vote.
