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The PHY call started at 7PM PT on Nov 2. The attendance table is given at the end of the minutes (Thanks Ramon). 
Eli (Runcom) explained the simulation results below that comparing the Peak-to-Average Power Ratio (PAPR) of the preamble sequences in the current draft vs. that for the 802.16 preamble sequences. In short, the 802.16 preamble sequence has much less PAPR as compared to that in the draft. 
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Ramon (Nextwave) asked Eli to comment on the question that Carl had asked: how often a degraded PAPR was observed and could it possible to provide a cumulative distribution function of PAPR? 

Eli agreed to look into that and took an action item to address the question. 

John (France Telecom) asked whether there were any simulation results provided by other parties, such as Philips. 
Eli replied none. 

Sung Hyun (ETRI) confirmed that they would complete the simulation results for OFDM parameters/pilot pattern/preambles soon and present in the coming Nov. Dallas meeting. More specifically, the simulations for downlink were just finished. They continued with uplink simulations and trying to optimize spectrum efficiency for different pilot patterns. 
The meeting adjourned after half an hour discussion.
