2. Approve agenda – The agenda was revised to reflect the change in Next Meeting times and dates. The revised agenda was approved with the changes as noted.

3. Approved the Minutes from Dec 19 – The minutes were approved without change.


4. Continue Discussion on Open Issues/Action Items

There was a discussion of aggregation and the three possible methods /means that have been identified in TG1.  It was noted that there is a need for input from 802.22WG as the issue of how beacons will be used is out of scope for TG1.  Bill is going to ask Carl for action / input from 22WG. (Carl joins the call.)  Carl indicates that it is his feeling is that the decision needs to made soon.  This is potentially a contentious issue, but it needs to be resolved to complete our draft by March in TG1.  

Specific question from Chris Clantan (Shure):  If the beacon is a requirement for protection of an incumbent, who would provide the equipment to ensure continued protection from the new spectrum users such as 802.22 - who purchases it?  Bill:  Not really sure who will have to do this. Discussion occurs concerning the precedent that has been set (PCS, etc.) and who is gaining due to the new service.  Bill ends discussion based on the fact that TG1 can’t do anything about it anyway.  

Action Item: Provide a reminder to 802.22 chairman during the opening plenary so that time is scheduled early (possibly first WG session) to take up the issue of aggregation and settle it.  

Additional discussion occurs with respect to the work that needs to be completed during the London interim session – this is essentially a listing of the topics which will be shown below as action items for which sessions must be assigned.


5. Review of Keep out Distance (See Gerald’s Spreadsheet – 22-06-0246-01-0000_WRAN_distance_to_Micro_RX.xls)

Gerald was not present on the call.  David Mazzarese suggested that we also need to look at 470MHZ – not just 698MHz.  

Action Item: David Mazzarese to send email via reflector to Gerald noting his suggestions for addition to the spreadsheet in time for London discussions. 

Bill had to leave the call at 5:30. Greg Buchwald assumed acting chair of the meeting. 

6. Next action item was discussion of the agenda for the interim session.  See below for the group’s recommendation. 

Proposed session agenda:

Tuesday PM2:  Beacon aggregation – settle and vote on option of choice.  Discussion of the 40 bit field will follow, time permitting.

Tuesday Evening:  Continued discussion of beacon aggregation, is not completed during the Tuesday PM2 session.

Wednesday AM1:  Complex Modulation:  Data to be presented by proposors; 2 presentations expected.  30 minutes / each.  Followed by panel discussion of all complex modulation proposals and a vote to reduce to 1, if any, to be included in the draft standard.  1 hour.

Wednesday PM2:  Continued discussion, if needed and vote on complex modulation method / proposal to be adopted (30 minutes).  Security proposal presentation and discussion:  90 minutes.

Thursday PM 2:  Continued discussion of Security / Authentication, if needed.  Possible vote to adopt security presentation into draft standard (subject to changes due to comments, later presentations, etc.)  Status of TG1 draft – walk-though to indicate areas resolved and areas which need further work / resolution.  Time permitting, unsolicited proposals for TG1.

Thursday Evening:  Overflow, if necessary, to be ready for draft completion by March meeting.

Additional sessions, if available:  Presentation on unsolicited TG1 proposals.  If time does not permit, these can be moved to the March session; they can be incorporated into the draft after the first round of comments.
