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Geolocation minutes:

We spent the meeting reviewing doc. 22-07-0113-00-IEEE P802_22_draft_geolocator_update-2.doc.

This document is a version of the current draft standard with red-text edits, demarcated by ‘***.’

Ivan proposes to add on to the proposed CBP function.  He plans to add an originating and destination MAC address field, even for CPE-to-CPE communications.  This data is intended only to be control data.

Concerns were raised that the successful determination of location is dependent upon four known waypoints.  This might also de dependent upon the CPEs proximity and distribution relative to the individual antenna patterns to “overhear” one another’s transmissions.

However, this concern is shared in the distributed sensing case to achieve the sensing threshold requirement.  We need to solve the method of controlling the requirement of reaching a certain density of known waypoints before relying upon this technique.

Winston and Ivan are to review the standard and identify the necessity of satisfying the geolocation requirements in the standard.

There was no opposition to a straw poll decision to add Ivan’s proposal to the draft standard.
