Schedule

The schedule for Tuesday through Thursday included the following meetings:

for the three days.

In parallel the main 802.22 group had scheduled sessions dealing with comment resolution.

There is an aggressive effort to get the draft standard to the Letter Ballot stage.  There is a strong desire to finalize decisions on the core system and generate the necessary normative text for the standard.

TG 2

Most of the the meeting time was spent reviewing the current Draft Recommended Practice.

Potential D/U interference testing between the March and the May session was discussed.

· WRAN receiver hardware

· OFDMA parameters

· WRAN into DTV

Geolocation/Database

A single geolocation technique proposal has been given.  It uses triangulation to determine a location of a device.  Therefore, at least three known waypoints that can “opportunistically” hear each other are necessary to utilize this technique.

Normative text is being created to explain the method of using this proposal and the components that make this technique possible.

Sensing

Eight sensing technique proposals were given along with simulation results.

A presentation on modelling wireless microphone transmissions was given.

DTV stochastic behaviour and resulting detection probability was presented.
Also a presentation on how to evaluate the sensitivity of a sensing technique to errors in the detection threshold was given.

Normative text relating to sensing that is intended to be inserted into the draft standard was reviewed.

TG 1

The primary goal of this session was to make final decisions on security and FEC for the 802.22.1 device.  Presentations on these subjects were given.
After the decisions on items, such as security and FEC, are finalized, frame timing issues were reviewed and edited (sync/PPDU timing).

Presentations on 802.22.1 interference analysis, RTS/ANP, and BPPD were given.
