In Section 6.21.1.5 Incumbent Detection Recovery Protocol, insert the following text as paragraph 2:

In IDRP, there are three types of notification: Explicit and Implicit. These notification methods have different applicability for incumbent dertection recovery scenarios. In explicit notification, the BS transmits a spectrum management message to CPEs (e.g, through the channel switching request message CHS-REQ) providing a way to notify CPEs and restablish normal operation in a timely manner. However, if CPEs do not receive the spectrum management message, the implicit notification is used. In this mode, a timer is used. If this timer goes off, the CPE concludes that the the operating channe is under interference and immediately switches to a candidate/backup channel with highest priority. Figure XXX depicts the explicit and implicit notification mechanisms, while Figure 41 and Figure 42 show the details of IDRP for the BS and CPE respectively.
