· Kyutae Lim continued the presentation on the SM behaviours and interfaces.

· Discussion on if SM should take the role of making decision. The group agreed that SM should contain decision-making functions such as channel selection, channel sharing and other spectrum management functions, even though the decision-making processes would be implementation oriented.
· The group discussed if SMs (in base stations) should communicate with one aother in order to sharing spectrum information or coordinate. Higher layer would need to involve for such communications. More discussion will be needed on this subject.  
· The group agreed the spectrum sharing function should be in SM.
· The group agreed that geolocation function shall be inside the base station and interfaced to SM.

· The group picked up the discussion started from the last call on how the backup channel list should be maintained across the WRAN cell, especially, what the system should perform if not all CPEs can share the same backup channel list due to their different geo-locations? The group suggested continuing to discuss this topic in the face-to-face meeting in San Francisco.
· Kyutae Lim suggested that he will prepare an agenda on SM discussion in the San Francisco meeting.
· The group agreed that TPC cap should be in the SM considering the geolocation and distance to the protection contour.

· Adaptive modulation and beamforming should not be in the SM.
