· Goal for San Francisco
· Finalize the document 07-257 including the decisions made on these topics

· Start to write text on the Spectrum Manager for the draft.  The text will probably not be complete by the end of the week.
· Gerald suggested that we modify what is already in the draft.  We need to reread the MAC text and make sure the proper hooks are in the draft.
· David pointed that the text already has some hooks but we need to agree on the functions and interfaces for the Spectrum Manager

· Agree that the Spectrum Manager is a separate clause or sub-clause.  And the MAC needs to have all the proper hooks to interface with the Spectrum Manager.
· By the end of next week we should have a placeholder for the Spectrum Manager and to have all the hooks in the MAC.

· Request three time-slots for the Spectrum Manager work
· Here are the three steps the Spectrum Manager Team will follow in San Francisco

· Step 1 – Agree on functions and interfaces for the Spectrum Manager
· Step 2 – Review the MAC and make sure the MAC has all the appropriate hooks to the Spectrum Manager (could be done as part of the MAC review)
· Step 3 – Modify the MAC as needed to have the appropriate hooks (could be done as part of the MAC review)
· Step 4 – Write a some of the text for the Spectrum Manager with the description of the functions and interfaces of the Spectrum Manager

· Kyutae will start to write some material on the Spectrum Manager
· Wendong said that we need to make decisions on the functions/interfaces of the Spectrum Manager and then we can write some text
· Kyutae requests that he be given a position in 802.22 since he will be working on the Spectrum Manager
· Gerald suggested that people review the document to identify section of the current draft that relate to the Spectrum Manager
· Wendong pointed out that some functions currently in the MAC (channel management) should probably move into the Spectrum Manager

· The protocols need to stay in the MAC

· Certain management functions will move into the Spectrum Manager
