The teleconference meeting started at 8:05 pm EDT.

The agenda was approved unanimously.

All attendees were aware of the IEEE patent policy.

The introduction and the first section of document: 22-07-0275-01-0000-CPE_Local_Intelligence.doc were reviewed.  The main comments that were raised during the discussions are as follows:

· The need for the CPE to do its TV channel scanning by initially perform a RSSI measurement in case there is a high level signal in the channel.  In such case, simpler and faster signal identification schemes than those proposed for low level sensing schemes could be used.

· When the high level signal in a channel is from a WRAN base station, the CPE should be programmed to capture the SCH, frame information and broadcast PDUs that advertise the WRAN services so that it could be used by the user to select the service similar to the AP selection for Wi-Fi.  The necessary hooks should be present in the standard (e.g., broadcast packets for WRAN service advertising, low level MAC routines to capture these broadcast PDUs).

· The concept of a second round of more accurate sensing during quiet periods on the critical TV channels when the WRAN service selection has been made by the user was discussed.  This would avoid doing the lengthy process for each WRAN service in the area eventhough only one is likely to be selected.  Pros and cons are still to be explored.

· The concept of a filtering of the accessible WRAN base stations before association based on the CPE geolocation and broadcast PDUs that would indicate where the CPE needs be located was discussed. 

· Instead of a single backup channel list as suggested in the current text, a more complete set of channel lists may need to be downloaded to the CPE as discussed in San Francisco.  This would be especially useful for more tightly controlled local sensing during CPE idle times.  Kyutae Lim and Guangzeen Ko will provide text explaining the need and the use of these different channel lists.
