2. Notes

1) The agenda of the the call was approved.

2) The minutes of the last call (on August 16) was approved.

3) Gerald and Wendong reviewed the document “22-07-0384-03-0000 suggested changes on FCH DS-MAP US-MAP.doc”;
4) The ad hoc group asks the WG to decide if single length field or multiple length fields (for DS/US-MAP, UCD, and DCD) shall be specified in FCH. The “single length field” approach, adopted in 802.16e, only specifies the length of either the DS-MAP or US-MAP in the FCH. The US-MAP, DCD, and UCD messages are individually specified by as a DS burst by one of the DS-MAP IEs. This allows a smaller FCH size, and the flexibility of specifying burst profiles for the US-MAP, DCD and UCD messages. On the other hand, the “multiple length fields” approach lists the lengths of all these 4 messages with a fixed set of burst profile that applies to all of them. 
5) The ad hoc group leaves to the WG to decide if 4 or 5 bit DIUC/UIUC shall be used.
6) The ad hoc group needs the WG’s decision on whether 16-bit CID is required, and especially would ask Carl and Ivan to provide more information on this.

7) The ad hoc group needs the PHY group’s decision on whether Boosting is required.
8) The ad hoc group needs the WG’s decision on whether optional features such as FDD should be reserved bits in the DS/US MAPs?

9) The ad hoc group needs further discussion and decide if the size of the SCW is fixed (to be 5) or changeable (to be 4 or 5).  
10) The ad hoc suggests that CDMA allocation IE needs to be further clarified (Action item for Dave)
11) Gerald is assigned to initiate preparing a document describes the possible needs for 5-bit UIUC/DIUC and the related issues.
12) Wendong will update the document and create a revision 4. 
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
