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August 21, 2007

The agenda was approved unanimously.

All attendees were aware of the IEEE patent policy.

The minutes document from last week (IEEE 802.22-07/0389r0) was approved unanimously.

Ivan points out that the initializing CPE must know on what channel and/or frequency the BS is operating.  There needs to be message space for the BS to report this information to an unassociated CPE.

Gerald feels that if an initializing CPE detects a BS and a weak incumbent signal on the same channel, the CPE should notify the BS and get confirmation from the BS’s global awareness that the incumbent signal is in fact a protected signal before the CPE determines that it cannot associate with the BS.

Winston feels that the CPE should not use the channel if an incumbent is detected until the group determines how a BS is able to make the decision that the incumbent is not something that the CPE needs to protect.
Ivan talked about possibly having the BS occasionally broadcast the set of available channels.  It could broadcast MAC address, set of available channels (or list of channels to ignore when sensing), and a set of coordinates defining range of operation.

Winston will send a request to Wendong to include all the MAC tools or elements to make room for the BS operating channel number, WISP, short description, list of available channels, and list of channels to be disregarded to be broadcast by the BS.  The rate should be every (e.g.) 2 seconds.  .
Winston and Gerald agree that this would minimize the number of BSs that would be unneseccarily disregarded; the number of informative bursts between CPE and BS; and the number of channels that would need to be sensed.

The CPE would have to sense specifically for a wireless microphone in all channels – even the list of channels to be ignored.

Gerald states that an analysis needs to be performed to determine how quick the CPEs notification would have to be not to affect the audio from a protected wireless microphone service.

Gerald plans to create a flowchart for the CPE automaton.  He hopes that this flowchart will help to identify what text needs to be included in the CPE automaton section of the draft.  In turn, it will become clearer how Section 6.15.2.3 should be edited.  Gerald feels that this section currently contains too much detail.  If Gerald is prepared next week, we will address Section 6.15.2.3.  Otherwise, we will skip down to Section 6.15.2.4.
