We also discussed the idea of having to receive the Initialization Bits correctly 5X in a row (5 contiguous Superframes) before considering it valid. In subsequent discussions on the reflector it has been pointed out that this is “overkill” (Bill Rose’s term). Chair recommendation: repeat the initialization bit 3x. No further repetition defined. Some manufacturers may choose to receive more than 1x to confirm but there is no need to specify this in the standard. It is an implementation issue. 
7. Review the retry mechanism (Comments 337, 317, 72). 
Recommendation: Retry backoff counter is 1 of 16. Total number of retries is 4 before reporting failure to NHL. 
No need for NHL to indicate to MAC/PHY that it is a retry. Retry counter is invoked only by MAC due to NACK or ACK to a different code word.
