Action item: Monique to email Chris regarding unresolved Annex B comments.

Comments 307, 330: During the San Francisco meeting, Bill Rose and Greg Buchwald discussed the case when many devices are on one circuit. In that case, the devices will power up at the same time. The case of a power failure was discussed. This case will also cause all devices to power up at the same time. Based on these two cases, the group determined that the randomization in the device initialization procedure is needed. Therefore, no change is needed to the text. CLOSED.

Comment 333: Action item for Monique to initiate discussion on the reflector.

Comment 313: This comment was originally discussed at the July San Francisco mtg. As the "primary" device, it is the PPD's responsibility to clear the channel. Chris expressed concern over having the SPDs transmit too often, because the PPD's beacon will have different content than an SPD's beacon. A WRAN device will benefit more from hearing the PPD's beacon. Also, Bill pointed out that if the "every other beacon frame" rule were removed, there would still need to be some kind of constraint on how often an SPD could transmit. Given the reasons listed and the fact that no one could come up with a reason to change the text, the group decided to leave the text as is. CLOSED.
