The agenda was approved unanimously.

All participants were aware of the existence of the IEEE patent policy.

The minutes from last week were approved unanimously.

The definition of Geolocation:

Geolocation - the process of receiving the necessary location data, calculating position, and producing the NMEA string.

Suggested changes to the CPE Initialization Figure:
Gray the “WRAN antenna azimuth adjustment” box and append “(see section 9.1.1.3.3).”

Append to the “Acquires geolocation data from satellites” Rectangular Box the text “, calculates position, and generates the NMEA string.”
Change the “Success in acquiring geolocation data” Conditional Box to state “Satellite-based geolocation successful?”

The “Perform Key Exchange” Rectangular Box should lead into a new Conditional Box titled “with satellite-based geolocation technology?”  Two parallel paths should lead out of this Conditional Box.  One path is for satellite-based geolocation and the other path is for terrestrial-based geolocation.  The “Yes” arrow should lead to the left parallel path into the “Transmit encrypted NMEA data.”  The “No” arrow should lead to the right parallel path into the “Send CBP active ranging burst” Rectangular Box.  Out of this Rectangular Box, a down arrow should lead into the “Less than 2 benchmark CPEs respond with CBP capture?” Conditonal Box.  The “Yes” and “No” arrows should stay the same.  The down arrow out of the “Geolocation” Rectangular Box should instead merge with the left parallel path’s down arrow out of the “Transmit encrypted NMEA data” Rectangular Box.  The “Geolocation” Rectangular Box should instead be titled “Acquires geolocation data, calculates position, and generates NMEA string.”  The merged arrows should lead into the “Geolocation data validated?” Conditional Box.  This Conditonal Box should instead be titled “Valid NMEA Report?”

The CPE intialization figure needs to be redesigned with the system reference in mind (BS or CPE) where the activity takes place.  Gerald suggested color coding the boxes depending on whether the CPE is to perform the action or if the BS is to perform the action.  Also Gerald suggested adding a color to identify the geolocation boxes in the diagram.
Suggested changes to the BS Initialization Figure:

Change the “Build an initial list of available TV channels from geolocator” Rectangular Box to “Build the initial list of available TV channels using satellite-based geolocation and the incumbent database.”
Change the “Perform incumbent detection in each selected channel” Rectangular Box to “Perform incumbent detection.”

The “No” arrow out of the “Channel available for WRAN operation” Conditional Box should instead lead to the “Perform incumbent detection” Rectangular Box.  The “No” label needs to be relocated to the left side of the box.
Winston is to fix the Perform Incumbent Detection portion of the text in the BS initialization section.
