3. Notes

1) Gerald proposed the changes indicated in red above to the agenda.  The agenda was approved with unanimous consent. 

2) No body notified that she/he is not familiar with the IEEE patent policy.

3) The minutes of the MAC teleconferences on October 24 (#7-501) were approved as presented.

4) Clause 5 – Packet Convergence Sublayer – it was noted that revision 4 of document #7-494 was not available on the Web site yet.  The latest version sent out by Wendong was used.  The only change from the previous version was an update to Figures 2 and 3 to change “classifier” to “classifications rules” in the Figures.  Clause 5 was agreed upon by the group except for ther seconf bullet of section 5.3.2 which still needs some information to be drafted by Edward from the “Service Flow Management and Coding” section of the 802.16 standardto be presented during the call on 7 Nov.

5) Clause 6 – MAC Common Part Sublayer – The group reviewed and agreed with the text in WDv0.4.1.

6) Sub-clause 6.1 – Overview – The group reviewed and agreed with the text in WDv0.4.1.

7) Renumbering of sub-clause 6.1.1 – Reference Architecture - It was felt that the current section 6.1.1 in WDv0.4.1 is not really a sub-section of the Overview but should be elevated to section 6.2.  It was also noted that, although this sub-clause is being discussed by the Spectrum Manager group, it belongs to the MAC section.  It was agreed that this sub section should be re-numbered to 6.2.

8) Old sub-section 6.2 – Addressing and connections – The group agreed with the original text of the section and the changes proposed in document #7-493.

9) Old sub-section 6.3 – General Superframe Structure – it was noted that revision 2 of document #7-494 was not available on the Web site yet.  The latest version sent out by Wendong was used.  The group agreed with the modified text as presented in document #7-502r2

10) Old sub-section 6.4 – General Frame Structure – The text had been revised during the call on Oct. 24 down to Figure 11.  Dave provided an updated version of Figure 10 where the MAC time slot was illustrated.  Gerald proposed to move the last sentence before Figure 10 to the beginning of the parahraph following Figure 11 since this sentence related to the 2-dimensions frame structure with OFDM slots rather than the uni-dimensional MAC frame structure built from the MAC time slots.  The text and Figures of section 6.4 were agreed upon by the group down to and including Figure 11.

11) The group carefully reviewed the second part of sub-section 6.4.  A number of modifications were suggested and noted.  This portion is still to go through a final review during the MAC call on Nov. 7th.
