All participants were aware of the IEEE patent policy.

The minutes document was approved unanimously.

Review of IEEE 802.22-07/362r9:

CPE Initialization –

Ivan points out that the CPE may be receiving two BSs of equal power and may not be able to comprehend either BS.  Addressing this issue may later warrant edits to the figure.  He is concerned that the CPE will continuously attempt to associate and potentially interfere with an incumbent.

Gerald feels that the BS coexistence section should handle this issue.

In the text of doc. 248, further description is necessary for the “CPE Initialization failed” boxes.  Specifically, how long must the CPE wait before it can attempt to re-initialize.  Also, the reason for the initialization failure should also be noted.  This additional restriction will help to prevent additional interference and resources of the BS to have to refuse service repeatedly to the CPE.

Gerald points out that the CPE should not send a CBP burst without an invitation from the BS.
Gerald states that for consistency we need to invert the yes and no of the BS receives CBP capture responses.

Text should be added at the top of the text section that the CPE should not perform anything without an invitation from the BS.

Re-arrange the figure for two columns so that the font can be increased in size for readability purposes.
