1. Introductions


2. Review Patent Policy for any attendees not already familiar with it
All were familiar with the patent policy


3. Review and Approve Agenda
The agenda was approved without changes. 

4. Develop text for .22 sensing of the TG1 Beacon. 
a. David has presented results for receiving the beacon burst and sync burst – Baowei has indicated that his colleagues may be willing to do a portion of the 802.22 documentation.  
Chris:  We need to be informative as to what they should do with the data that is received from MSF1 – items such as antenna height, etc.  

Gerald had asked for an annex but Monique thought it might have to be more than that – a section in the main body of the draft that hits the main points.  That section would reference the annex.  So, this should be informative.

Steve Kuffner:  We need basic information from Section 6 – PHY description.  Baowei:  David would probably produce most of this sections and requirements.  

Monique:  We can build the document requirements from the discussions that will follow on the reflector after this call.


b. Discussion on the sensitivity required to detect the beacon.  
Gerald raised a question of whether we need to be as good as other detection levels.  Steve K indicated he felt it was required to be at that level. 

Monique:  We will move this to the reflector.  Steve K will make sure that the fundamentals are covered; we don’t want to miss anything.

5. Open Issues 
The beacon sensing topic was supposed to be covered on the spectrum manager call, but it was not.  It should be discussed next week on the Monday call.  Steve Kuffner indicated that Gerald had the urgent topic of sensing times – re-visit rates.  Now instead of every 2 seconds, now every 6 hours.  That took precedent.  

Greg:  What does a 6 hour sense period mean to us for the beacon and wireless mike protection.  How often will we sense for that?  Soo-Young – co-channel will be 2 second and adjacent channel will be every 6 seconds.  Therefore, we should not have an issue.  The concern is that they may need to sense 32 channels for TV and that may be prohibitive on a 2 second basis.

Note: we have to see if we have enough work to make the call – it will be confirmed on the reflector.  Note: Baowei will contact David to see what his intentions are to assist.  Steve K indicated that he would do so by next week’s call.
