b. Comments on Annex C: Steve Kuffner discussed questions raised on propagation model in annex C and assumptions. He would like to get input from the commenters to respond to this question. The spreadsheet Steve provided allows anyone to plug in different assumptions and see the answer. The 7dBi gain of the beacon antenna has been assumed for some time. Greg found this antenna is commercially available. Chris suggested getting input from the broadcasters. SK asked Chris what the microphone antennas response is? Chris: The antennas cover approximately 60 MHz. Chris noted that Jerry Kalke suggested the antennas could be mounted higher to reduce the need for higher gain. 

c. Comment 137: Gerald – EIRP vs. Transmit power. If we specify only the power, then if we allow a higher gain antenna it will exceed 250 mW output. He suggests specifying the EIRP as well. Steve: Different regulatory domains specify it differently. Some use ERP, others transmit power (FCC). To ensure the beacon can be received far enough out by the WRAN, we either have to add gain in the beacon antenna or reduce the WRAN xmit power. Steve: Need to look at what the licensed system can use and match the conditions of the unlicensed system to that. Steve will go back and look at the link calculations. We may need to make some tradeoffs. 
d. Comment 138: Gerald agreed to withdraw the comment.

e. Comment 125: Monique will add text to make it clear that a PD is neither a PPD nor SPD at initialization.
