3. Notes

1) No body notified that she/he is not familiar with the IEEE patent policy.

2) The agenda was approved unanimously.

3) The minutes of December 19 were approved unanimously.

4) The new Table 47 describing the Backup and Candidate channel list provided by Dave Cavalcanti was agreed.  [It was noted after the call that the total number of channels in the list was not contained in the Table and was added in yellow background.]

5) The number of reserved bits in Table 48 were reduced to 2 bits because the DIUC needs 6 bits and these reserved bits were placed after the DIUC parametere.

6) It was decided to use the same range as for the BS EIRP for the thresholds in Table 49.

7) The text at the beginning of section 6.9.2 on the rounding to the byte boundary was modified since it applies to section 6.9.2.1 for the information elements rather than the main DS-MAP message format.  Although Table 50 was approved by the main group, it may be useful to bring the 2 reserved bitsd just after the 4 bit Frame Number.  The rest of the message would then be at the byte boundary.

8) Dave Cavalcanti is to verify whether Table 51 is still needed and if yes, whether this is at the right place.

9) The text of section 6.9.2.1 was modified to explain the way the IE would be made to fit the byte boundary.

10) Dave Cavalcanti is to provide a sentence for the introduction of Table 54 in section 6.9.2.1.2.

11) Table 57 was modified to reflect the fact that the ranging burst will only be CDMA and will not use the contention scheme.  The self-coexistence window size was brough down in the Table for a more logical order.  [It was discovered after the call that the number of burst profiles to be defined in the UCD message is not known before entering in the loop.  This parameter needs to be included in the message.

12) It was also discovered in Table 45 that the number of downstream burst profiles to be defined in the DCD message cannot be deduced from the DS-MAP and that this number needs to be known before entering in the loop.  This parameter needs to be included in the message.

13) The MAC call of next week, scheduled to be on January 9, should start with section 6.9.3.1.
