Geolocation

· Need text from Geolocation ad-hoc on Section 6.16.2.4 (CPE chooses a WRAN service).
· Need revised text and figures from Edward on Section 6.16.2.6 (Acquire Downstream and Upstream Parameters) to reflect the change made in recent sessions.

· Need text from Winston on Section 6.16.2.14 (BS Transmits Channel Sets and Maximum Allowed EIRP Array to CPE) 
· Need revised text and figures from Edward from Section 6.16.2.8.2 (Ranging Parameter Adjustment) to the end of Section 6.16 to reflect the change made in recent sessions.
· As of January 25, Gerald has sent a document to the reflector (22-08-0xxx-00-0000-Geolocation_Options.doc), and requested for re-opening the discussion on limiting the CPE geolocation to satellite-based technologies
MAC
· Need MAC group to resume section-by-section review in clause 6, starting from Section 6.9.5 of the Working Document v0.4.6.
· Need input from Baowei on Table 26 “CBP Location IE format” and Table 27 “CBP Geolocation IE”. Please refer to the drafted minutes of January 2008 interim (c.f. Wednesday AM2) for details.
· Are 8 bits enough to present all operating TV channels worldwide?
· Need input from Baowei on the need of using CBP as an alternative for synchronization of base stations. Please refer to the drafted minutes of January 2008 interim (c.f. Wednesday PM1) for details.
· Contribution 08/0011r0 (MAC Management Message for Transmission of Maximum EIRP Array from BS to CPE) prepared by Edward, Dave, Gerald, and Winston is yet to be presented.

· Contribution 08/0013r0 (Convergence Sublayer Service Flow Encodings) prepared by Edward is yet to be presented. 

· Need input from Dave about the functions of Table 42 (Wireless Microphone Acknowledgement) and Table 43 (TV Acknowledgement) and if they are really needed.
· Need input from John Benko about the function of the field “Permutation base” in Table 58 (Additional UCD channel information elements).
· As per John’s explanation, this field is not currently required because there is only one set of permutations for the uplink. The field should be kept if it leaves room for more permutations. 

· He also suggested that this table is a good place to put in some signalling as to which of the 4 “tone sets for Ranging/BW request sub-channels” (Table 254 prepared by Ivan) should be used. Since there are only 4 possible sets, only 2 bits would be needed. The additional bits of the byte could be reserved for future permutations, if needed. 

· Need text from Edward on the descriptions of Table 64 (US-MAP extended IE general format), Table 65 (US-MAP power control IE format), and Table 66 (US-MAP dummy IE format).
· On Tuesday AM2, Dave has requested to reserve the decision of a motion approved in November 2007 plenary in which the BCH is removed from the draft. The motion is tabled until further inputs from the MAC group. Please refer to the drafted minutes of January 2008 interim (c.f. Tuesday AM2, Friday AM1) for details.
PHY

· Need simulation results from our ETRI colleagues on the entries of Table 277.  

· More importantly, the PHY group needs to discuss the simulation configurations for Table 277.
· Contribution 08/0015r0 (Editorial Changes in Clause 8 of the Working Document v0.4.6) prepared by Edward and Zander is yet to be presented.
· As of January 29, George has made some further suggestions on the editorial changes. A revised contribution has been sent to the reflector at the same today.
Sensing (Section 9.3 of the Working Document)
· Need input from Sensing ad-hoc on the bounds of two parameters, “NumSensingPeriods” and “SensingPeriodDuration”, of the sensing window specification in Table 280.
· As of January 31, there are still some discussions on this topic …
· Need text from Sensing ad-hoc to refer to appropriate parts of MAC in clause 6 of the working document to describe flexible definition of sensing windows and assume interoperability and performance.   

· Need input from Sensing ad-hoc on the values, the resolution and data representation of the maximum and minimum field strength estimates in Table 284 are yet to be defined.

· As of January 23, Steve et al. have determined that the maximum and minimum field strength estimates are FSMAX = 137.5 dBuV/m and FSMIN = 10 dBuV/m, respectively, with a 8-bit resolution with an increment of 0.5dB.

· Need input from Sensing ad-hoc on whether we need the probability metric in Table 288.

· As of January 29, there is no suggestion on deleting this probability metric. Steve confirmed that there is no change in this Table.
Spectrum Manager

· Section 9.2.5 (Self-Coexistence with other WRANs) of the contribution 07/0522r3 prepared by Dave and Winston needs further input and discussion from Coexistence ad-hoc.
· Contribution 08/0007r0 (Sensing Manager) prepared by Jinnan et al. is yet to be presented.

· Contribution 08/0008r0 (The text of Dynamic Sensing) prepared by Jinnan et al., which is related to her presentation on 07/0412r0 in September 2007 interim, is yet to be presented.

· Need text from Gerald on Section 9.1 (Introduction) of the Working Document v0.4.6.
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
